A monthly report shall be submitted to the State Engineer
within 15 days after the end of each calendar quarter which shall
include: (A) the volume of water pumped from each well, (B) the

measurement of pumping water level (drawdown) from each

production, dewatering and monitoring well, (C} the volume of
water consumptively used for mining and milling uses projectwide,
(M the wvolume of water used for dust c¢ontrol - purposes
projectwide, and (E) the amount of water discharged for
infiltration. : :

A method that estimaltes the amount of evaporative losses
from the discharge system shall be submitted with the monthly
report. The evaporative losses will be considered as part of the
combined duty for consumptive purposes.

" The State Engineer retains the right to impose future
conditions as necessary upon review and evaluation of all data
submitted reporting on the dewatering program, water use and the
monitoring plan. The State Engineer retains the right to regulate
pumping from the dewatering project and/or any other groundwater
withdtawals herein authorized to protect the public interest and
existing rights. .

All of the above stated conditions axe issued subject to
having no adverse impacts on existing rights.

‘Thia temporary permit is issued pursuant to the provisions of
