Description of the works of diversion, manner and place of use:

Water is developed by means of a drilled well, 2,060 feet deep, 24
inch casing, via a 10 stage Byron Jackson pump equipped with a 1,500
HP motor, thence through a distribution system to Barrick’s mine and
mill site and/or Newmont’s mine and mill site (#4 Mill) for mining
and milling purposes or to a reservoir permitted under J-320 for
storage that has secondary permits. The place of use is located
within the following:

The right to water hereby determined is limited to the amount
which can be beneficially used, not to exceed the amount above
specified, and the use is restricted to the place and for the purpose
as set forth herein.
