NOW KNOW YE, That the State Engineer, under the provisions of
NRS 533.425, has determined the date, source, purpose, amount of
appropriation, and the place where such water is appurtenant, as
follows:

Amount of appropriation: 0.0785 c.f.s., but not to exceed
*5.823 million gallons annually

Period of use: January lst to December 31lst
of each year

Description of the works of diversion, manner and place of use:

Water is developed by means of a drilled well, 400 feet deep, 10 inch
diameter casing, via a 10 H.P. submersible pump to a 300,000 gallon
storage tank, thence through a distribution system to the Topaz Lodge
consisting of a casino, bar, restaurant, 103 unit motel, 36 unit R.V,
park, store, gas station, and manager’s residence located within the
SwY of Section 29, T.10N. R.22E., M.D.B.&M.

*The total combined duty of water under this certificate and any
certificates issued under Permits 48041, 48299, and 48300 shall not
exceed 11.265 million gallons annually.

*The total combined duty of water under this certificate and any
certificates issued under Permits 48041, 48299, 48300, and 50595
shall not exceed 18.20 million gallons annually.

This certificate is issued subject to the terms of the permit.

The right to water hereby determined is limited to the amount
which can be beneficially used, not to exceed the amount above
specified, and the use is restricted to the place and for the purpose
as set forth herein.
