Water is developed by means of a drilled well, 650 feet dJdeep, 8-inch
diameter casing, equipped with a 5 H.P. Starite submersible pump to two (2)
10,000 gallon storage tanks, two (2) pressure tanks and totalizing meter,
thence to a distribution system for commercial use at a restaurant and
convenience store located within a portion of the SEW NE% Section 22,
T.22S., R.60E., M.D.B.&M., being further described as Assessor’s Parcel
Number 176-22-601-023, Clark County, Nevada.

*The total combined duty of water under this certificate and Revocable
Permit 53215 shall not exceed 3.74 acre-feet annually.

**This certificate changes the point of diversion, manner and rlace of use
of a portion of Permit 24582, Certificate 7673, which changed the point of
diversion and place of use of Permit 13386, Certificate 3949, therefore,
the date of priority remains the same as Permit 13386, Certificate 3949.
This certificate is issued subject to the terms of the permit.

The right to water hereby determined is limited to the amount which can be
beneficially used, not to exceed the amount above gpecified, and the use is

restricted to the place and for the purpose as set forth herein.
