M.D.B.&M., being further described as a portion of Assessor’s
Parcel Number (055-287-13, Washoe County, Nevada.

*This certificate changes the point of diversion of Permit
73182, which changed the manner and place of use of a portion
of Permit 27565, Certificate 9459; therefore, the date of
priority remains the same as Permit 27565, Certificate 9459.
