Additional Notes

The water supply well covered under permit #51281 is located just south of the Town of Battle
Mountain at the recreational sports complex. The well has historically been used to irrigate the
adjacent softball fields and a nine-hole golf course. In 2014 the well was testpumped with the

existing pump and found to be poorly performing. The pump was pulled and removed from the

site. Further evaluation of the well is required to return the well to useful performance. No
totalizing meter was present at this well location at the time of this report.

The Town of Battle Mountain is currently evaluating ptans for full build out of the sports

complex that this well has historically served. These plans could include either well repair or
replacement to serve the potentially expanded complex.
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
