an application to change. Application No. 14428 was filed at 

the suggestion of this office to show the true condition. 

OPINION 

It is the opinion of the State Engineer that since no 

physical change in the point of diversion or place of use is to 

be made, or no additional right is being acquired, the protest of 

Sophia C. Cochran, et aI, cannot be considered. 

RULING 

The protest is overruled and a permit will be issued with 

the understanding that all proofs, together with the cultural map, 

must be filed within three months of the date of issuing the permit.
