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GENERAL 

On March 30, 1954 a report was received by this office from 

the Bureau of Land Management, Division of Grazing. Said report 

disclosed that Applications Nos. 12509, 12510, 12511 and 12512 

are within the boundaries of the Ercanbrack grazing allotment and 

that Application -No. ·12514 is located outside of the recognized 

allotment granted to the Ercanbracks. 

RULING 

The protests to the granting of Applications Nos. 12509, 

12510, 12511 and 12512 are herewith overruled on the grounds that 

the Applicants have an exclusive grazing right within the area to 

be serviced by said water filings. Permits will be issued under 

these applications on receipt of the statutory permit fees. 

The protests to the granting of Application No. 12514 are 

herewith sustained and said application is denied on the grounds 

that the granting thereof would impair the value of existing 

rights and be detrimental to the public welfare.
