Descrintion of Anplication:

Application No; 13787 was filed on August 1, 1951 by
Freeman E. Faixfield to appropriate 2.5 c.f,.s. of underground
water for irrigetion and domestlic purposes. The point of diver-
sion is given as being within the SWi NE$ Section 14; T, 10 N.,
R. 22 E,, M;D.B.&M., and the place of use to be 250 acres of land
within the S& KB}, SE} NWd, N SE}, Swi SED, and SWE Section 14;
Ng NWE Section 23, T. 10 N., R. 22 B,, M.D.B.&, -

A protest to the granting of Application 13787 was filed
on Qctober 16, 1951 by the Walker River Irrigation District, et al,
on the grounds that the granting of the application would inveade
the prior vested and existing rights of protestants; that there is
no unappropriated water in the underground basing that the watera
applied for constitute waters which naturally find their way into
the Vest Walker River; that the taking of the water frém szid
source would, in effect, be a violation of the Decree entered
In Equity C-1253; that the distribution of the water under Decree
C-125 to the water users has been taken into consideration in
fixing the priorities to bée served, and if a portion of the under-
ground réturn supply 1s taken {rom the polnt specified in the
appllcdtion, it will also affect and reduce prioritles to be
served upstream from the proposed point of diversion,

Genoral:

On July 7, 1950 a ruling was issued by thils offlce granting
permites and overruling protests in the matter of Application Nos.
13005-13017, ineclusive, and 13037, all in the name of Freeman E,
Falrf£ield, These applications wére flled to appropriate underground
water for irrigation purposes on the Falrfiéld Ranch in Douglas
County, Nevade, within T. 10 N., R's. 22 and 23 E., 3.D.B.&M,
Protests to the granting of these applications were filed by the
Walker River Irrigation District on grounds identical to the protest
under Application No, 13787.

Opinion:

The propobed point of diversion under Application No, 13787
i9 approximately two miles from the VWalker River and approximately
one and ona«half miles northeast of the well under Application 13014,

It ie the opinion of this office that the findings in our
ruling of July 7, 1950 would also gpply to the well under Appiica-
tion No. 13787.

RULING

The protest to the granting of Application 13787 1is herewith
overruled on grounds that the granting thereof will not impair the
value of exlsting rights or be otherwise detrimental to the public

welfare.

A permit will be issued under Application 13787 upon receipt
of the statutory permit fee, and will be subject to the provisions
as set forth under Application 13014,
