NRS 533.370 subsection 3 states that "Where there is no unappro-
priated water in the proposed source of supply, or where its proposed
use or change conflicts with existing rights, or threatens to prove
detrimental to the public interest, the state engineer shall reject the
application and refuse to issue the permit asked for. Where a previous
application for a similar use of water within the same basin has been
rejected on these grounds, the new application may be denied without
publication.
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Applications 39535 through 39549 inclusive, 42844, 42845, 43237
and 43238 for irrigation purposes were previously denjed. 2/

CONCLUSTONS

The State Engineer has jurisdiction of the parties and the subject
matter of this action. 3/

RULING

Applications 46091, 46092, 46093, 46094 and 46132 are hereby denied

* on the grounds that previous applications have been rejected for irri-

gation purposes within the Buena Vista Valley ground water basin and on
the grounds that their granting would have conflicted with existing water
rights and threaten to prove detrimental to the public welfare.
