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FINDINGS OF FACT

Application 36541 was filed on January 25, 1979, by Ralph M. Tucker
for permission to appropriate 3.0 c.f.s. of water from an underground
source forirrigation and domestic purposes. 'The water is-proposed to
be diverted:from its source at a point within the SW4% SWs of Section 6,
T. 20 N., R. 21 E., M.D.B.&M. The place of use is described as Lots 2,
3, 4, 5 and 6, of Section 6, T. 20 N., R. 21 E., M.D.B.&M. 1/

Separate protests to the granting of this application were filed by
L. David Kiley, Trustee, and Richard T. Donovan on June 5, 1979, and
June 1, 1979, respectively. The basis of the protests is that Spanish
Spr1ngs Va]ley s, overappropriated and: additiohalvappropriation will
impair the value of existing water rights. 2/ .
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The estimated annual recharge to the Spanish Springs Valley is
approximately 600 acre-feet per year. 3/
