Amarg~sa Desert Ground Water Basin was descr ibe;CI and' 
designated by the State Engineer on May 14, 1979, as-aground 
water basin in need Of additional administration under the . 
provisions of NRS Ch~pter 534. 

II. 

Records and information3 available to the State Engineer 
indicate that Application 39385 was filed in support of Desert 
Land Entry application. 

III. 

By letter4 dated July 12, 1983, the United States Department 
of Interior, Bureau of Land Management, notified the State 
Engineer that the following Desert Land Entry Application had 
been closed and the case file is dead.

Application 39385 seeks to appropriate water within the 
Amargosa Desert Ground Water Basin in support of a Desert Land 
Entry application. The State Engineer has denied applications to 
appropriate ground water within the basin in the past which have 
been filed in supporj of DesettLand Entry' applications for 
irrigation purposes. 

CONCLUSIONS

The State Engineer has jurisdictionS over the matter 
described herein. 

II . 

. , Application 39385 was filed in support of Desert Land 
Entry. The Desert Land Entry application described under III of 
Findings has been closed on the records ,of the Bureau of Land 
Management, therefore" the applicant does not own or control the 
land described under the place of use of the application and 
cannot demonstrate the ability to place the water to beneficial 
use.

To grant application to appropriate the public waters for 
irrigation on lands the applicant does not own or control or 
where the applicant cannot demonstrate the ability to place the, 
water to beneficial use, would not be in the public interest and 
welfare.

The State Engineer has denied applications to appropriate 
for irrigation purposes filed in support of Desert Land Entry 
apPli~ations within the Amargosa Desert Ground Water Basin in the 
past.
