RULING

A hearing was held at Ton9PBh,INevada, November 13, 14 and 
15, 1951 on the above listed applications. Testimony was given 
by several witnesses for each of thelcontesting parties and.the 
entire record transcribed. In addition to the record obtained 
at the hearing, the State Engine~~ e*amined the official files 
in his office which pertain to the a~ea in controversy. No 
field investigation was made as the ~ntire area has been visited 
many times. 

FINDINGS: 1. 

Mr. John J. Casey is successor in interest to the rights 
acquired and consolidated b;\, the United Cattle and Packing Co. 
and the Butler Estate.

Mr. James 1'1. Daniels is successor in interest to a portion 
of the rights orl.ginslly estab1ishedlby the Kawich Cattle Company 
during the year 192.2 and to the rights acquired and consolidated 
by Mr. Chris Datlstrom.

By Executive Orders No. 9019 dated January 12, 1942; and 
No. 9086.dated Nov. 4, 1942; and PLol7l2 dated April 16. 1951, 
that portion of tile range area in controversy which lies south 
of tile ~10unt Diablo Base and Meridiah r;as been withdrawn from . , 

public use and is under the jurisdicp_'Jn of the Department of 
Defense. Subsequent to Executive Orc! "''1 9019 and 9086, but 
Drior to PLO 712, co-use a;z:'eementsk3:.-2 entered into between .. -~ I 
the Government and both lfJr" Daniels <".,., 11r. Casey. The areas 
covered in the co-use agreements are ohown on reduced photostats 
of Army Exhibit #1, attached .

Except for the area south of ,he First Standard Parallel 
South the Army Exhibit ill depicts qlj.ite accurately the range 
boundary between Mr. Casey and Mr. Daniels. 

5. 

The range area in the vicinit'f and south of the First 
Standard Parallel South is winter range and has been used as 
such by all tile stockmen in the area. 

6. 

Between the yeal's 1925 and 1929 the K3.\'iich Cattle Company 
sold all their stock and removed th~m from the range. In 1929 
A. ~L Johnson purchased the remaini~g assets of the Kawich Cattle 
Company, including all range and wa~er rights. Later during the 
same year Johnson purchased some hOl!'ses from Johnny Pass, an 
Indian, and some horses, mules and pange rights from W. IV!. and 
W. T. Cunningham. These horses andlmUles were ranging in the 
same area as \'las ranged by the Kawich Cattle Company. Until 
1931 Johnson employed Pass and Cunningham to look after the 
horses and mules. In that year he leased his range to Chris 
Dahlstrom and no longer regularly employed anyone to look after 
the horses. Mr. Dahlstrom moved cattle into the western portion 

• of the old Kawich Cattle Company range in the vicinity of Cactus 
Spring, Antelope Spring and Salsbury Tank and continued to run 
about 300 cattle there, even thoughlhis lease had expired, 
until he sold to Daniels. During tfis period from 100 to 150 
~~:~.Of Johnson's horses and mUl;~ jcontinued to graze in this 

The range are2 from approxima.ely the First Standard Parallel 
South northerly to about Five Mile ~as been used exclusively by 
Mr. Casey and his predecessors exce~t for a normal and uncon­
trollable drift of cattle into the area.
