26 NEY% NEY% and E% NW% NE% Section 27, T.19S., R.53E., M,D,.B.&M.

This application was protested on February 19, 1974 by
Wesley G. Brady and on April 8, 1974 by Willis Garlin.

A field investigation in the matter of this application
was made on May 3, 1974. The proposed point of diversion underx
this application is approximately 600 feet westerly of the well

. drilled under Permit 15874 and it is located less than % mile

from the well drilled under Permit 18364.
OPINIQON:
