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CONCLUSIONS: 

1. The State Engineer is prohibited by law from granting a 
permit where: 

a. There is no unappropriated water at the proposed sources, 
or 

b. The proposed use conflicts with ex~sting rights, or 

c.' The proposed use threatens to prove detrimental to public 
welfare. 

2. The City of Carson has the potential requirement and demand 
and capability of placing up to 8,-000 acre-feet of water per year to 
beneficial use under existing water rights with prescribed time limits. 

3. Existing approved app~opriations of underground water exceed 
estimates of ground water system yield available • . ' . 

4. Approval of the,proposed appropriation for irrigation 
purposes would result in significant additional withdrawal of water 
from the Eagle Valley Ground Water" Ba'i:!in which would further deplete 
that source and thus adversely aff.ect ~-and conflict with existing rights. 

RULING: 

Application 31767 is hereby denied on the grounds that the 
allowance of additional appropriations for the proposed irrigation use 
from the Eagle Valley ground water reservoir where approved appropriations 
exceed estimates of ground water system yield available would adversely" 
affect existing water rights and wQuld-':be detrimental .to the public
