Existing ground water irrigation rights in this concentrated area presently 
total approximately 9,500 acre-feet 'Pe.r year.2/

The estimated \!later requirements 'for "the applications listed in Item 
1 are approximately 5,120'acre-feet per year.

Should additional water be allowed for appropriation for the reclamation 
of lands described under the applications listed under Item 1 in the concen­
trated area described and subsequent development of ground water pursuant 
thereto detrimentally affect prior ground water rights, the State Engineer 
is required by law to order withdrawals be restricted to conform to priority 
rights. . 

CONCLUSIONS 

1. The State Engineer has jurisdiction under NRS 324.130.~1 

2. The State Engineer is prohibited by law from granting a permit where:
