The ad_ditional withdrawals'and consumption would remove 
water from the ground -water reservoir _ h would not be replaced, 
resu 1t; ng ; n dep 1 eftan of the reservo; r, subs tan ti a 1 wa ter 
level de-clines. and possible 1 .. ceo The additional withdrawals 
and consumption of underground would, therefore, conflict with 
existing rights and threaten ',qe-Erimental to the public welfare.
