Application 45108 was filed on December 8, 1981, by Flanigan Land and
Development Company to appropriate 4.7 c.f.s. of water from an underground source to
irrigate 285 acres of land within portions of the S1/2 NEl/4, SEl/4, SEl/4 NWl/4, El/2
SW1/4 Section 17, T.27N., R.18E., M.D.B.&M. The point of diversion is deseribed as being
within the NW1/4 SEl/4 Section 17, T.27N., R.18E., M.D.B.&M. Applic?tion 45108 was
assigned to Josephine M. Snead and Claude R. Snead on January 21, 1982.

Application 45111 was filed on December 8, 1981, by Flanigan Land and
Development Company to appropriate 6.0 c.f.s. of water from an underground source to
irrigate 380 acres of land within portions of the W1/2, NE1/4, SW1/4 SEl/4, N1/2 SEl/4
Section 28, T.27N., R.18E., M.D.B.&M. The point of diversion is described as being
within the SE1/4 NW1/4 Section 28, T.27N., R.18E., M.D.B.&M. Applicati {1 45111 was
assigned to Mary Kathleen S. Moran and Jack E. Dobson on January 21, 1982.

Application 45259 was filed on January 27, 1982, by Helen J. Ferrel, ¢/o North Star
Ranch, to appropriate 6.0 c.f.s. of water from an underground source to irrigate 320
acres of land within the N1/2 SE1/4 and SE1/4 NE1/4 Section 27; N1/2 SW1/4, SW1/4 NW1/4,
NEi/4 NW1/4 and NW1/4 NEl/4 Section 26, T.26N., R.18E., M.D.B.&M. The point of
diversion ii described as being within the NW1/4 SW1/4 Section 26, T.26N., R.18E.,
M.D.B.&M.

FINDINGS

Timely protests were filed to the granting of Applications 45108, 45111 qznd 45259
by the County of Lassen, California. The grounds of the protests are as follows:

1 public record in the office of the State Engineer under applications to appropriate
45108, 45111 and 45259.

2 Public record in the office of the State Engmeer under applications to appropriate
45108, 45111 and 45259.
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Records and information available to the State Engineer indicate that Ap
45108, 45111 and 45259 were filed in support of Desert Land Entry applications.

By letter dated August 30, 1984, the United States Department of Interior, Bureau
of Land Management, notified the State Engineer that
Applications had been closed and the case files are dead.

") The proposed Point of Diversion is located approximately 3.7
miles from the Nevada/California (Lassen County) border. 2)
Granting of this permit will increase draft within the Nevada
portion of Honey Lake Valley. 3) Existing groundwater movement
is from California to Nevada. 4) Increased draft within Nevada
portion of Honey Lake Valley will, in all probability, increase the
hydraulic gradient in favor of the Nevada portion. 5) Flows will
be reduced from California to Nevada by increased gradient,
thereby reducing groundwater level which would have the effect
of impairing existing rights located within California."”

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I.

Applications 45108, 45111 and 45259 were filed in support of Desert Land Entries.
The Desert Land Entry applications described under III of Findings have been closed on
the records of the Bureau of Land Management, therefore, the applicants do not own or
control the land described under the place of use of the applications and cannot
demonstrate the ability to place the water to beneficial use.

1II.

To grant applications to appropriate the public waters for irrigation on lands the
applicant does not own or control or where the applicant cannot demonstrate the ability
to place the water to beneficial use, would not be in the public interest and welfare.

RULING

Applications 45108, 45111 and 45259 are herewith denied on the grounds that to
grant the applications for irrigation purposes on lands that the applicant does not own or
control and cannot demonstrate the ability to place the water to beneficial use, would
not be in the public interest and welfare. .
