of diversion is described as being within the NW% SE} Section 20,
T.14S., R.68E., M.D.B.&M.

The applicant under Application 34226 does not own or control

the land described under the place of use of the application.

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CONCLUSIONS
I.

The State Engineer has jurisdiction over the matter described
herein.3

The State Engineer is prohibited by law from granting a permit

under an application to appropriate the public waters where:4

A. There is no unappropriated water at the proposed source,
or
B. The proposed use or change conflicts with existing

rights, or
C. The proposed use threatens to prove detrimental to the
public interest.
ITI.

Application 34226 was filed in support of a Carey Act. The
United States Department of Interior, Bureau of Land Management,
has no record of a Land Application that corresponds to the above
referenced water right application, therefore, the applicant does
not own or control the land described under the place of use of the
application and cannot demonstrate the ability to place the water
to beneficial use.

Iv.

To grant an application to appropriate the public water for
irrigation on lands the applicant does not own or control or where
the applicant cannot demonstrate the ability to place the water to

beneficial use would not be in the public interest and welfare.
