Company/Walt Knox to change the place of use of 27.7 acre feet, a 

portion of water from the Truckee River and Carson River claimed 

under the decrees in the United States of America v. Orr Water 

Ditch Co. and the United States of America v. Alpine Land & 

Reservoir Company. 

The proposed and existing point of diversion was from Lahontan 

Dam within the SWtSEt Section 33, T.19N., R.26E., M.D.B.&M. The 

proposed place of use was 7.9 acres within the NWtSWt Section 13, 

T.17N., R.28E., M.D.B.&M. The existing place of use was 7.9 acres 

within the NEtSwt Section 13,T.17N., R.28E., M.D.B.&M. The manner 

of use remains unchanged.!
