Order No. 519, dated June 14, 1974, restr~cted the 

use of water under Permit 23017 to appropr~ate the waters 

of Lake Tahoe. Th~s Order was appealed by a Compla~nt f~led 

by attorneys for the K~ngsbury Water Corporat~on on July 11, 

1974. 

Order No. 519 was the subJect of test~mony and 

d~scussion in a hearing before the Honorable D~str~ct Judge 

Noel E. Manouk~an ~n the case of State of Nevada v. Roy 

Godecke, et al., No. 6497. In the Court's Dec~sion and 

Order of Case No. 6497, dated July 10, 1974 and entered 

July 11, 1974, the follow~ng appears on page 13: 

"Exh~bit "0" for ident~f~cat~on only ~s also 

rejected as an exhib~t, and is hereby held 

~nadm~ss~ble as the Court f~nds that the 

State of Nevada Eng~neer's Order of Mod~fi-

cat~on to its Pe~t No. 23017, belong~ng to 

the K~ngsbury Water Corporat~on, was done and 

accompl~shed w~thout not~ce or hearing and 

violates due process, and ~t ~s held ~nadm~s-

s~ble on the add~t~onal grounds that it ~s 

cond~t~oned upon "final allocat~on of the State 

of Nevada under the Cal~fornia-Nevada Interstate 

Compact COIlUll~ss~on," which said Compact ~s not 

a legal body as determined by th~s Court. This 

Court f~nds Exh~b~t "0" for ident~f~cation to 

be of no legal effect •••••• " 
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Order No. 519, the Appeal thereto, and the Answer 

to sa1d appeal, wh1ch was f11ed on July 19, 1974, would be 

heard 1n the same D1str1ct Court that has essent1ally pre­

viously ruled on the mer1ts of Order 519. 

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that Order No. 519, of the 

State Eng1neer, dated June 14, 1974, 1S vacated effective 

th1s date. Th1s act10n 1n no way waives the State Eng1neer's 

statutory author1ty regard1ng Perm1t 23017, nor 1S it to be 

1nterpreted as estab11sh1ng any precedent for further act10n 

1n the matter of Perm1t 23017. 

Th1s order 1S not to be 1nterpreted as expressing 

any opin10n concerning Perm1t 23017, should the Congress of 

the Un1ted States adopt the Ca11forn1a-Nevada Interstate 

Compact, nor 1S 1t an adm1ssion or acknowledgement of any of 

the allegat10ns 1n the Complaint of the Appeal to Order 

No. 519.
