Records, eV1dence and informat10n on file in the Office of 

the State Engineer indicate that there has been no beneficial 

use of water under the subJect Cert1ficate and Permit for a 

per10d 1n excess of five (5) successive years. 

It 1S hereby ordered that Certificate 3178 (Permit 11487) 

is declared forfeited in 1tS entirety.
