ITEM 20 (Remarks:)

This Proof of Appropriation of water from Panaca Big Springs is water that
was originally decreed to the Prince Consolidated Mining Company,

The Prince Consolidated Mining Company decree was for 30 miners inches
(0.75 c.f.s.)
On May 22, 1922, Joseph Ronnow and Henry H. Lee made applecation (No. 6683
for Permit 18505 to appropriate the 30 miners inches, declaring the mining
company had abandoned it. This permit was dpproved on August 27, 1927.
Both of these persons (Joseph Ronnow and Henry H. Lee) assigned their
interests to this water to Joseph S, Ronnow, who in turn abandoned L41/80ths
of the 30 miners inches, due to protests from others who formed the WEST
CANAL COMPANY. This left 19/80ths to Joseph S. Ronnow (0,.2375 c.f.s.)

(see enclosed copies of State Engineer letter to Chas. E. Ronnow dtd.
L/21/36, agreement and articles of incorporation of the WEST CONAL COMPANY).

The West Canz)l Company opersted only a few years, as the Company faiied to
maintain their "canal". The location of West Canal Company ditch is shown

_on the map supporting this proof.

Jos. S. Ronnow used the 19/80ths on the property showby permit 1850,
which is the same property I now use it on. '

Findlays acquired the Keele properties and the Keele portion of the 11/80ths
of the West Canal Company.

After a few years, the Findlays were the only ones using the West Canal Co.
water (the 41/80ths) and maintaining their ditch,

Then; the Findlays sold their properties without the water rights to Jay
and Rex Mathews, who shortly thereafter drilled a well and irrigated the
land with well water. At this point, the West Canal Company Ditch was
never used again.

The water thus abandoned collected in fields north and west of Panaca
creating a problem makine it impossible to raise and harvest the crops.

In 195L, my.féther,: C. Kenneth Lee acquired Mr. Findlay's portion of the
water, or the greater portion of it. My father is now deceased and I have
been unable to lecate legal papers concerning it. At this point, 10 miners
inches were forced into the Bnaca Irrigation Co. pipeline and 10% inches
were used by my father, This water combined with the 19/B0ths have been
in use on the same land for which the permit 1850 was issued each and every
vear since (30 years).

Therefore, my father and later myself have used a total of 20 miners inches
(0.50 c.f.s.) each and every vear since 1954 during the growing season
of April 15 to September 15th.

We have always used considerable more water during the winter months.
This water is spread on gravelly ridpes for the purpose of recharging
the ground water reservoir. This is water which is used by shareholders
during the pgrowing season and have no use for it during the winter.

My father and since, I have followed this practice using an additional

0.5 c.f.s. putting it to beneficial use to insure a more stable supply:
