A protest to the granting of this application was
filed on March 19, 1954 by Bertrand Arambel and Pete Etcheverry.

GENERAL _

The waters of Wlllow Creek were applied for by the
applicant on February 23, 1950 under Application No. 13274. The
amount of water applied for, polint of diversion, manner and place
of use under Application No. 13274 are identical to those described
under Application Ne. 15317.

Application No. 13274 was protested by Bertrand Arambel
and Pete Etcheverry on May 19, 1950.

On January 263 1951 a ruling was issued by this office
in the matter of Application No. 13274. In said ruling the State
Engineer was of the opinion that there is no-unappropriated water
in Willow Creek for irrigation purposes, and that Protestants Arambel
and Etcheverrj and their predecessors in interest have continuously

used the waters of Willow Creek from prior teo 1905 to the present

time. Application No. 13274 was deniéd on grounds that its granting
