FINDINGS

Application No. 14428 was filed to establish the true
description of the point of diversion of the waters of Hot Creek
appropriated under Application No. 5320. Upon submission to the
State Engineer of the map in support of the Proof of Benefilcial
Use under Applicétion 5320, it was discovered that the actual
point of diversion did not conform with the'diversion point granted
in the original permit. Before a Certificate of Water Right could

be granted it was necessary to have an accurate record established.

The only recognized method of doing this was by submission of

an application to change. Application No, 14428 was filed at

the suggestion of this office to show the true condition.
OPINTON _

It ias the oﬁinion of the State Engineer that since no
physical change in the point of diversion or place of use is to
be made, or no additional right is being acquired, the protest of
Sophia C. Cochran,.et al, cannot be considered.

| RULING

The protest 1s overruled and a permit will be issued with

- the understanding that all proofs, together with the cultural map,

must be filed within three months of the date of issuing the permit.
