INTRODUCTION

Applications 31328, 31329, 31336, 31337, 31338 and
31339 were filed to appropriate underground water in Red
Rock Valley.

In 1967 Water Resources - Reconnaissance Series Report
43, "Water - Resources Appraisal of the Warm Springs -
Lemmon Valley area, Washoe County Nevada" by F. Eugene Rush
and Patrick A. Glancy was prepared cooperatively by the
Nevada Department of Conservation and Natural Resources and
the Geological Survey, U. S. Department of the Interior. A
copy of this report may be viewed in the Office of the State
Engineer.

FINDINGS OF FACT

I

Applications 31328 and 31329 were filed on April 14,
1977 by Eagle Peak Development Co. to appropriate underground
water for irrigation. Each application is for 6.0 c.f.s.
The point of diversion under Application 31328 is within the
SE¥% SW%, Section 11, T.23N., R.18E., M.D.B.& M., and the
place of use is 640 acres within said Section 11.

‘The point of diversion under Application 31329 is within
the NE% SW%, .Section 23, T.23N., R.1BE., M.D.B.& M., and the
place of use is 640 acres within said Section 23.

Bpplication 31336 was filed by Jeffrey and Rena Pimpl
on April 15, 1977 to appropriate 1.7 c¢.f.s. of underground
water for irrigation and domestic purposes. The point of
diversion is within the SEY% SW%, Section 11, T.23N., R.1l8E.,
M.D.B.& M., and the place of use is 8l acres within the NWY%,
N SwWY%, Swk% NE%, of said Section 1l.

Application 31337 was filed on aApril 15, 1977 by George
and Patricia Pimpl to appropriate 1.0 c.f.s. of underground
water for irrigation and domestic purposes. The point of
diversion is within the SW% SW%, Section 2, T.23N., R.18E.,
M.D.B.& M., and the place of use is 7 acres within the SWj
SW%, Section 2 and the NW% NWk, Section 11, T.23N., R.18E.,
M.D.B.& M.

Application 31338 was filed on April 15, 1977 by Wil-
liam and Consuelo'M. Pimpl to appropriate 1.0 c.f.s. of
underground water for 1rr1gat10n and domestlc purposes.

The point of diversion is within the NW% NW%, Section 11,
T.23N., R.18E., M.D.B.& M., and the place of use is 18 acres
within the NWk NW% of said Section 11,

Application 31339 was filed on April i5, 1977 by Jo-
seph and Helen R. ‘Ranson to appropriate 1.0 c.f.s. of under-
ground water for irrigation and domestic purposes. The
point of diversion is within the NE% NWY%, Section 11, 'T.23N.,
R.18E., M.D.B.& M., and the place of use_ is 22 acres within
the NE% NW%, NWk NE% of said Section 11.1/]

Applications 31328, 31329, 31336, 31337, 31338 'and
31339 are to irrigate about 1200 acres without existing
underground water rights. At a diversion rate of 4 acre-
feet of water per year, the total diversion would be 4800
acre-feet of underground water per year.

2, The State Englneer is prohlblted by law from grant-
ing a permit where:
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CONCLUSIONS (Continued)

A. There is no unappropriated water at the pro-
posed source, or

B. The proposed use conflicts with existing
rights, or

C. The proposed use threatens to prove detrimen-
tal to the public welfare. _/

3. Existing water rlghts for ground water in. Red Rock
Valley exceed the estimated perennial yleld for the Red Rock
Valley ground water reservoir.

To grant additional water rights under the subject
applications would conflict the existing rights and threaten
to prove détrimental to the public welfare. :

4. The potentlal exists for addltlonal development of
the Red Rock Valley ground water reservoir. Continuing
urbanization of Washoe County indicates pumpage will increase.

'To grant additional water rights from the Red Rock Valley
ground water reservoir under the subject applications, would
overcommit this limited natural resource, conflict with exis-
ting rights, and threaten to prove detrimental to the public
welfare. -
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RULING C T LN

Appllcatlons 31328, 31329, 31336, 31337, 31338 and 31339
are denied on the grounds that the grantlng of water rlghts
for additional ground water development £rom Red Rock Valley
would conflict with existing rlghts and threaten ‘to prove
detrimental to the public welfare in this area where appro-
priations exceed estimates of perennial yleldjﬁ g-‘
