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Applications 31741 and Applications 32549 through 32554,
incluéive.

These are Apolications, as the record will reflect,
to appropriate water for irrigation purposes in the Churchill
Valley, on the Churchill Valley Ground Water Basin.

Previous rulings and the report of the State
Engineer to the State Land Office set out detailed findings
of fact, conclusions and a ruling based on what I consider
substantial evidence.

This hearing today was held to provide the
opportunity to, for any of the parties to either contest that
evidence or submit additional information or evidence or
clarifying information, evidence, or data that might in any

way reflect on the decision to be made or reflect or affect

the decision to be made in this matter, although some comments

were made and some limited testimony was offered, I don't
think, and I'm sure the record will bear out, that there's
been anything substantial to change the, essentially the
findings of fact and conclusions that were reached in the
case of the previous rulings.

It's therefore m§ ruling that Applications 31741
and 32549 through 34625, inclusive--I'm sorry, that last
one should have been 32554, inclusive, are denied on the
grounds that the appropriation for underground water as
applied for would tend to impair the value of existing rights

and would be detrimental to the existing public rights and
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welfare, and as a part of that ruling, the protests of the
Truckee Carson Irrigation District, as it relates to the
adverse affect on the existing rights of that district, is
also upheld. |

Let's move now then to Application 34625 in the
name of the Conklins.

This Application was also for irrigation purposes.
Mr. Conklin indicated that it was merely for an additional
7.67 acres, I believe it was, from an existing well.

His testimony was that he would not need any more
water, but just would spread the water that he'd been
allocated over a slightly larger area, but I would inform
Mr. Conklin, and also clarify for the record, that the
limited extent of the water right when it is issued is not
only for a given quantity of watef; but it's also based on
the quantity of water necessary for additional use within
the area described.

So, your previous water right was limited not
only by a diversion entitlement and an annual entitlement,
but also limited by the acreage and the quantity of water
that would be required beneficially to apply to that acreage.

So, it's my findiné and conclusion that irrigation
of an additional 7.67 acres would, in fact, result in a
withdrawal from the Churchill Valley Ground Water Basin, and,
in fact, an additional consumption of water for irrigation

purposes, and based on the substantial evidence which is inm
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the record in the form of the rulings and reports and so
forth, it is my ruling that Application Number 34625 is
denied on the grounds that the appropriation of underground
water for irrigation of this acreadge as applied for would
tend to impair the value of existing rights and would be
detrimental to the public interest and welfare.

Now, let's move finally to Application Number
35318 in the name of Pitts.

I believe the record will indicate by comments
from Mr. Cardinalli that the Churchill Valley Ground Water
Basin is, in fact, a designated ground water basin.

Nevada Revised Statutes 534.120 provide in part
that the State Engineer may in designated ground water basins
designate preferred uses within different categories:.

I think we had substantial comment and testimony
to the effect that there is; in fact; a demand for the
types of uses that are described in Application Number 35318
within the Churchill Valley Ground Water Basinl

There is an indication that there is a need for
additional housing in that area in the form of mobile home
parks, and also a demand for overnight spaées:

I think consistent with that it's pretty much
understood that there is a reSidence: or will bé a résidence
in that area, and, of course, such a facility does require
restrooms, and I think inherent in that is an office and

recreation room and a water short area, perhaps limited
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landscaping.

I think Mr. Scott testified that the water
required for landscaping would be something in the order
of a 100 gallons a day, which does not appear unreasonable
for that type'of develépment.

I think the authority for jurisdiction exists
within the statutes for the State Engineer to declare on a
given use of preferred use, and there was also substantial
testimony that this would be an economic interest not only
of the Pitts, but the Lyon County area in general.

It's therefore my ruling, although the Application
was not protested, that Application Number 35318 will be
issued for a quantity of water not to exceed one tenth of
a cubic foot per second, énd also not to exceed a total
annual duty of 14 acre feet per year.

That concludes the ruling and the hearing in this
matter, and I thank you for your participation and interest.
