Valley and serves as a drain for the irrigated farmiands. There is an estimated
30,000 acre-feet per year of return dround water and tail water flow to the West
Walker River in Smith Valley. 1/

Surface water appropriations and rights under.Decree C-125 2/ from the
West Walker River System far exceed the average annual flow of 179,000 acre-feet
measured at Hoye Canyon from 1958 to 1972. 3/
