By o.rder~dated'January -17, 1980,"'rlhe S'tate Engineer designated and 
described the, Panaca Valley Groun .. d ~Iat,gr Basin as a groundwater basin in 
need of additional administration under. the, provisions of NRS 534. 2J 
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The Panaca Valley is part of a drainage system which includes seven 
other basins. The basins in this dr'ai'nage system includ.e Patterson, 
Spring, Eagle. Dry. Rose, Panaca. Clover,'and Lower f1~'a96w Valley. 
T~~se basins in downstream order are hydrologically interrelated and 
th~_r:efore development of the groundwater resourc~ in one valley may 
intercept the supply of water that "lOuld reach the next valley down 
gradient. Therefore, consideration is given to the perennial yield of 
the entire drainage area. The preliminary perennial yield of the area 
is considered ,to be approximately 25,000 acre-feet. 1/

The perennial yield of a ground water reservoir may be defined as 
the maximum amount of water of useable chemical quality that can be 
withdrawn and consumed economically each year for an indefinite !"'eriod 
of time. If the perennial yield is' continually exceeded. water levels 
will decline until the ground water reservoir is depleted of "'later of 
usable quality or until the pumping lifts become uneconomical to maintain.

If Applications 36698. 37567. 37568. 38857. 40389. 40456. 40846 • 
40982. 42407. 42534. 43155. 45946 and 46128 are 9ranted, additional land 
would be irrigated. This would result in additional consumptive use by 
farm land irrigation. The additional withdrawals and consumption would 
remove water from the ground water reservoir which would not be replaced, 
resulting in depletion of the ground water reservoir, or would be 
replaced by infiltrating surface water that would otherwise serve 
existing rights. 

Additional withdrawal and consumption of the groundwater resource 
would contribute detrimentally to an existing condition of declining 
groundwater 1 eve 1 s with; n the ba.s.,; n. 

The 13 applications to"irr.i'gate 1750 acres would require an appropriation 
of as much as 8,750 acre-feet>Qf,,~round water annually.· 

This additional withdrawal. and consumption of underground water for 
irrigation would, therefore. co~flict with existing rights and threaten 
to prove detri menta 1 to the pub 1) c welfare. 
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RULING 

Applications 36698, 37567, 37568, 38857, 40389, 40456, 40846, 
40982, 42407, 42534, 43155, 45946 and 46128 are herewith denied on the 
grounds that this appropriation of underground water for the irrigation 
of additional lands would tend to impair the value of existing rights 
and would be detrimental to the public interest and welfare within the 
Panaca Valley Ground Water Basin. The irrigation of additional lands 
within the Panaca Valley Ground ~·Jater under these conditions is not 
considered to be a preferred use of the limited resource as provided 
under NRS Chapter 534.
