Section 21, T.llN., R.43E., M.D.B.&M. The point of dive1f'ion is described as being 
within the NEl/4 SEl/4 Section 19, T.llN., R.43E., M.D.B:&M. 

FINDINGS 

I . 

Big Smoky Valley Ground Water Basin was described and designated by the State 
Engineer on October 24, 1983, as a ground wate~ basin in need of additional 
administration under the provisions of NRS Chapter 534. 

II. 

Records and information available to the State Engineer indicate qmt Applications 
47005 and 47006 were filed in support of Desert Land Entry applications.

By letter dated July 20, 1984, the United States Department of Interior, Bureau of 
Land Management, notified the State Engineer that t~e following Desert Land Entry 
Applications had been closed and the case files are dead.

The 
Desert Land Entry applications described under III of Findings have been closed on the 
records of the Bureau of Land Management, therefore, the applicants do not own or 
control the land described under the place of use of the applications and cannot 
demonstrate the ability to place the water to beneficial use. 

III. 

To grant applications to appropriate the public waters for irrigation on lands the 
applicant does not own or control or where the applicant cannot demonstrate the ability 
to place the water to beneficial use, would not be in the public interest and welfare. 

RULING 

Applications 47005 and 47006 are herewith denied on the grounds that to grant the 
applications for irrigation purposes on lands that the applicant does not own or control 
and cannot demonstrate the ability to place the water to beneficial use, would not be in 
the public interest and welfare.
