GENERAL
. I. .

2pplication 53336 was flled on June l 1989, by Trust No _lll
and Trust No. 112 to change the peint of dlver51on place g% use,
and manner of use of 0.0615 cubic feet per second (cfs)p.not_to
exceed 7.4 acre-feet annually, that being a.portian'of_théiwater
right established under Claim 62%% of the Orr‘Ditch Decfée.'The
proposed manner and place of use is for industrial purposes bithin
the NWY% NEY%, NEY% NW%, SEY% NWY%, SWY4% NWH -and the NW% NWY - of Sectlon
11, T.19N.,R.21E.,M.D.B.&M. .The existing manner and place of use
was for decreed purposes within 1.6 acres of land located within
the NEY% SE% of Section 2, T.1SN., R.21E., M.D.B.&M. The‘proposed
point of diversion is described as being located within. the NE%
NW4 of Section 11, T.19N., R.21E., M.D.B.&M.! -

FPINDINGS OF FACT

I.

By certified letter dated May 23, 2000, the applicant and its
agent were requested by the office of the State Engineer t0'$ubmit
written evidence of a continued interest in Application'l 53336.
Both parties were advised fhat a response to this request must be
received in the office of the State Engineer within thixty days

from the date of the letter. The noticed parties were also advised

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that a failure to timely respond to this request would result in a
possible denial of Application 53336. Properly endorsed receipts
for the State Engineer’'s certified mailings were received from
representatives of the applicant or its agent. To this date, no
response to the May 23, 2000, letter has kbeen received from either
the applicant and its agent.! The State Engineer finds that the
applicant has been properly noticed at its correct address of the
need to provide written evidence of a continued interest in the
subject application but has failed to do so; therefeore,
Application 53336 can be considered for denial.

CONCLUSIONS

I.
The State Engineer has jurisdiction over the parties and the

subject matter of this action and determination.?
II.

The State Engineer is prohibited by law from granting a

change application to appropriate the public waters where:*

A. the proposed use or change conflicts with existing
rights;.

B. the proposed use or change conflicts with protectible
interests in domestic wells as set forth in NRS §
533.024;0r

C. the propecsed use or change threatens to prove
detrimental to the public interest.

III.

The applicant has been requested to provide the State
Engineer with additional information relating to Application
53336. This request was made with the understanding that a failure
to respond in a timely manner would represent a lack of interest
on the applicant’s part in pursuing the subject application. To

this date, no response regarding this matter has been received in

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. the office of the State Engineer. The State Engineer concludes
that the approval of an application that the applicant has no
interest in pursuing would threaten to prove detrimental to the
public interest.
RULING
Application 53336 is hereby denied on the grounds that its

approval would threaten to prove detrimental te the public

interest. .
