Sewage effluent waters are not an obli­
gation of the Clark county Nevada Sanitation Disposal Plant and the 
City of Las Vegas sewage'Plant to continue its non-use of these waters, 
and so long as these waters remain in their possession they would have 
the right to their use by proper legal procedure to appropriate it.
