As per Division of Water Resources waiver number R-644, this letter presents a
summary of the well abandonments performed the week of September 13, 2010 on
behalf of Chugach Support Services, Fallon, NV.

Brooks Groundwater Consulting Inc. contracted Steve's Pumps and Well Drilling,
Nevada driller license 2369, to perform the work. The well abandonments were
performed by pumping neat cement through a tremie pipe from the bottom of each well
up to the top of casing. All three wells were open and flowing, with the top of casings at
or near land surface. In all three wells, the volume of cement injected exceeded the
calculated well volume. One well, identified as Well 81C, was partially obstructed by a
thick root mat located at approximately 3 feet below the top of casing. This root mat was
removed prior to abandonment. Due to the lack of available drilling logs, the well screen
and casing configurations could not be ascertained. Refer to Table 1 below for well
locations, specifications and cement volumes.

No evidence of seeps or
flowing groundwater was observed at Well 171, 81C or 82A.
