This certificate is issued subject to the terms of the permit and
with the understanding that the total duty of water shall not exceed
5.0 acre-feet per acre per annum from any and/or all sources.

The right to water hereby determined 1s limited to the amount
which can be beneficially used, not to exceed the amount above
specified, and the use is restricted to the place and for the purpose
as set forth herein.
