Water is diverted from the Truckee River through a 4-inch
diameter pipeline, 10 H.P. Berkley centrifugal pump and
totalizing meter, thence through a distribution system for
sprinkler irrigation of 0.688 acres of pasture grass located
within a portion of the NEY NEY (0.658 acres) and the SEV NE4
{0.03 acres) Section 18, T.20M., R.24E., M.D.B.&M., being
further described as a portion of Assessor’s Parcel Number
084-282-24, Washoe County, Nevada.
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*This certificate changes the point of diversion and place of
use of a portion of Permit 2591%, Certificate 9738, which
changed the point of diversion and place of use of a portion
of Claim 609, Truckee River Final Decree, in United States v.
Orr Water Ditch Co., In Equity Docket No. A-3 (D. Nevada
