NOTICE OF CURTAILMENT OF WATER APPROPRIATION 
WITHIN A PORTION OF THE DIXIE CREEK-TENMILE CREEK AREA (48) 

GROUNDWATER BASIN, ELKO COUNTY, NEVADA 

WHEREAS, NRS 534.120 prov1des that with1n an area that has 

been des1gnated by the State Eng1neer where, 1n h1S Judgement, the 

groundwater basin 1S be1ng depleted, the State Engineer 1n h1S 

adm1n1strat1ve capac1ty 1S empowered to make such rules, 

regulat10ns, and orders as are deemed essent1al for the welfare of 

the area 1nvolved, and 

WHEREAS, the State Eng1neer has des1gnated the D1X1e creek­

Tenmile Creek Groundwater BaS1n as prov1ded under NRS 534. 010 

through 534.190 by State Engineer's Order No. 848, dated September 

6, 1984, and 

WHEREAS, the Spr1ng creek Area, a port10n of the area 

descr1bed below, cont1nues to exper1ence a h1gh rate of growth and 

development caus1ng stress to the groundwater resource, and 

WHEREAS, the Spr1ng Creek Ut1l1ties Company, the water util1ty 

respons1ble for prov1d1ng water serV1ce to the Spr1ng Creek Area, 

relles on underground water for 1ts source of supply, and 

WHEREAS, the Sprlng Creek Utilit1es Company has d1ff1cult1es 

1n meet1ng the summer demand for water due to the llmited Y1eld of 

1tS wells, and 

WHEREAS, the south Fork Area, a port10n of the area descr1bed 

below, has the potent1al for the development of approx1mately 9000 

homes, planned to be served by domest1c wells, and 

WHEREAS, the rate of growth and development w1th1n the Spr1ng 

Creek Area, and the south Fork Area, 1S such that the State 

Eng1neer feels that curta1lment of water appropr1atl0ns lS 

necessary to protect the groundwater resource, to prevent any 

future conf11cts w1th exist1ng r1ghts, and to guard the publ1C 

1nterest. 

NOW THEREFORE, it 18 ordered that, w1th the follow1ng 

except10ns, appl1cat10ns filed to appropr1ate water from the 

groundwater source w1th1n that portion of the Dlx1e Creek-Tenm1le 

Creek Area Groundwater BaS1n descr1bed below, w1ll be den1ed. The 

affected area is described as:
