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th%mely protest was. filed :in the offlce ‘of the State Englneer on

May 10, 1976 by Grant J. Weise. The protest tequests Application 29906
be denied on the grounds that:
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"The granting of additional rights would be detrimental to
Permits 26497, 26494, 28281, 26493, 26496 and 27571. The total
: amount of water for this area has been appreopriated and until
' beneficial use for all of the above mentioned wells has been

_ completed, such additional allocations could only harm these
" rights.

Furthermore the original permit for the Carson City well,
27657, is subsequent to these permits and the original grant could
be injuricus to these same rights.' 2/

The protest to the granting_of-AﬁpliCetion 29906 is overruled on
the grounds that the granting of the-applicatien te change would not
cause additional water to be withdrawn from the ground water basin nor
adversely affect existing rights or otherw1se be detrimental to the
public welfare.

A permit will be issued under Appllcatlon 29906 subJect to the
terms and conditions imposed in Permlt 23673 " This permit shall also be
subject to the following conditions:¥

1.) A totalizing meter must be installed and maintained in the
discharge pipeline, near the point: of ‘diversion, and accurate measure-
ments must be kept of water placed .to bepneficial use. The totalizing
meter must be installed before any use of water begins, or before the
Proof of Completion of Work is filed,-
