Office that a supporting map must be filed within 60 days of the date of
the notice or on and before December 26, 1980 or the application would be
canceled.

Application 41508 was canceled January 6, 1981, for failure to
timely file a supporting map within the statutory time limitation.

It was subsequently found that an acceptable supporting map was
filed on December 22, 1980, which precedes the December 26, 1980 dead-
Tine established by the notice of October 27, 1980.
