The add1t1ona1 w1thdrawa1 and consumpt1on of underground water for
irrigation would, therefore, conflict'with existing rights and threaten
to prove detr1menta1 ‘to the public welfare.

‘The State Engineer is authorized and directed to designate preferred
uses of water within designated ground water basins such as the Colorado
River Valley Ground Water Basin. 7/ The. consumpt1ve use of additional
ground water to irrigate add1t10na1 land or to~ more intensively: or fre-
quently irrigate other 1and :is not considered to be a preferred use of the
1imited water resources of the Colorado R1ver Va11ey Ground Water Basin.
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Applications 32073, 32074, 32075, 32076, 32077, 32078, 32079,
32080 and 32914 are denied on the grounds that the appropriation of
underground water for irrigation would tend to impair the value of
existing rights, would be detrimental to the public interest and welfare,
and would not be a preferred use of the limited ground water resource in
the Colorado River Valley Ground Water Basin.
