FINDINGS OF FACT 

I. 

The Humboldt River Commissioner confirmed that the proposed 

water sources under Applications 38108 and 

the North Fork Humboldt River2 which 

Humboldt River.

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II. 

The Sixth Judicial District Court found that the Humboldt 

River system and all of its tributaries are fully appropriated 

during the irrigation season. 3 The subject applications seeks to 

appropriate the water from January 1 to December 31 of each year. 

CONCLUSIONS 

I. 

The State Engineer has jurisdiction of the parties and the 

subject matter of this action. 4 

II. 

The State Engineer is prohibited by law from granting a 

permit under an application to appropriate the public waters 

where 5: 

A. There is no unappropriated water at the proposed 

source, or 

B. The proposed use conflicts with existing rights, or 

C. The proposed use threatens to prove detrimental to the 

public interest. 

III. 

The State Engineer concludes that the sources sought in 

Applications 38108 and 38109 are tributary to the Humboldt River 

during the irrigation season and that the Humboldt River and its 

tributaries are fully appropriated.

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RULING 

Applications 38108 and 38109 are hereby denied on the 

grounds that the Humboldt River and its tributaries are fully 

appropriated during the irrigation season and to approve said 

applications would impair the value of existing decreed rights.
